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I think that the course for Emergency Management is not exist (Procedure for
Decision support is not efficient for recognition of hazards on any area with
satisfactory exactness for time, place and power. I may offer for the purpose
my technology of the Virtual Nature Systems for outstripping recognition for
hazardous event in any area during continual spatial-temporal remote
monitoring. The technology of the VNS seems me efficient for recognition of
hazardous events (floods, flash floods, debris flows and landslides in any
site of any area with satisfactory exactness, if you remember my recent
relevant articles), which gives some time for urgent response. The VNS cover
now hazardous natural (and technical) events on the earth and coastal zone of a
sea by use 2D data on external reasons/drivers of these events. They should be
used in unit with continual checking by independent data, should be
satisfactory verified/validated on concrete conditions/areas/objects, before
their careful imply. I wrote and teached this course for many years. It requires some
time for translating it from Russian ('Geodynamics and Geoinformatics'), or
Geoinformatics and Problems for the Environment (including also pollution of
various media). The course is in join with computer mapping of the changing
area.
